0Old Reservoir
Converted Into
An Auditorium

A new auditorium at the Rosi-
crucian Fellowship has been
dedicated.

The old city reservoir, which
js located on Fellowship prop-
erty, is to be made into a large
auditorium for the Fellowship.

Years ago Max Heindel, co-
founder of the Fellowship, saw
the need for an auditorium at
Mt. Ecclesia, where musie, art,
and drama could be taught and
expressed. Plans for such  a
building were drawn but these
were not used, owing to press
of other affairs. In the mean-
time the possibilities of an audi-
torium were recognized in the
reservoir, the location and
acousties being perfect.

The students of the summer
school of 1937, as a class pres-
ent to the Fellowship, donated
their labor and cut an archway
into the structure and started a
fund for its completion.

The dedication service was
held at 2:00 p. m.,. Sunday,
August 1. Mrs. Mary Garris of
Los Angeles gave the Rosicru-
cian greeting and read the
seripture, Mrs. Max Heindel
outlined in a few words Max
Heindel’s impressive vision of
the auditorium, and J. Lewis
Burtt of McBride, Canada, dedi-
cated the building. After the
singing of the doxology Mrs.
Max Heindel gave the benedic-
tion, bringing the service to a
close. It was attended by many
of the workers of the Fellow-
ship, students of the summer
school ‘and a number of Ocean-
side residents. — Oceanside
(Calif.) Bloade-Tribune.

‘With. this acknowledgment, we
feel more free to proceed with our
report of the most outstanding or
exoteric achievement of the season:
namely, the organizing of ‘‘The
Outer Court,”” and the dedication
of the Mt. Eeclesia Auditorium as
a site or stage for its future work.

The services were held under
favorable stellar auspices, and pre-
sided over, with becoming decorum,
by Mrs. Mary Garris of Los An-
geles, who led in the Rosierucian
Greeting, after which she read
seripture, well chosen from the
Pgalms of David.
